VITA Breakfast Series Meeting November 15 Topic: A Guide to Export 
Enforcement – Shield America  

 
Shield America is one of the U.S. immigration and Customs Enforcement’s 
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(ICE) priority enforcement programs. ICE and the U.S. Customs and Border 
Protection (CBP) are the first line of defense at our nation’s borders to protect 
the American public from international terrorism.  Shield America was 
designed to stop the illegal movement of U.S. munitions list items and 
strategic technology having sensitive civil and military applications to 
proscribed destinations and international terrorist organizations throughout the 
world. 
 
Why is This Program Considered Necessary? 
Adversaries of the United States have acquired large quantities of U.S. and 
Western Technology since World War 2 by various means, both legal and 
illegal.  Such acquisitions have provided these countries with the fruits of 
Western research and strategic technology largely without cost.  Additionally, 
nuclear, chemical, and biological weapons and material are more widely 
available to terrorists and rouge nations than at any other time in history. 
 
How Much Material is Being Exported Illegally? 
As with any illegal trade, the exact volume is difficult to measure or even 
estimate.  However, ICE criminal investigations and seizures indicate that 
such trade can be valued in the tens of millions of dollars annually. 
 
How Has the Program Been Implemented? 
ICE, together with CBP, designed a three-pronged effort to implement its 
program: 
Inspection/Interdiction; The inspection/interdiction effort use specially trained 
CBP Officers to selectively inspect suspect exports. 
Investigations; ICE uses proactive investigative techniques to detect and seize 
illegal exports before they can damage U.S. interests. 
International Cooperation; The international cooperation effort focuses on the 
use of ICE Attachés stationed in foreign countries to enlist the support of their 
host government to initiate investigative leads.

Building your brand awareness in a foreign market through co-branding 
strategy and distributors established brands help you to achieve early 
success. The distributors provide you with the customers and get the 
recognition you need to promote your products and services in a particular 
market. 
·  Niche marketing 

As you move into the consumer awareness phase in the foreign country, 
target the niche markets where there is little or no competition, potential 
growth and your product/service have a strong appeal on the part of 
consumers. 
·  Go global act local  

Respect the cultural differences to make the emotional connection with the 
foreign audience. Stephen Covey’s best seller book, “Seven Habits of Highly 
Effective People” sold less than 5000 copies when it was first translated into 
Japanese. Instead of a literal translation from English, the book was reworked 
to convey meaning in a style that fits the Japanese way of thinking which sold 
over million copies in Japan.  
·  Appoint local companies to develop culturally appro priate and 

sensitive marketing campaign 
A successful campaign needs to have a clear, defined objective and a 
powerful idea or icon that captures the imagination of the global customers. 
 
Global branding gives you edge in premium pricing, attracting co-branding, 
licensing opportunities, hiring the best employees and exercising power in any 
type of negotiations. In the global economy almost everything can be 
commoditized, your brand is the only invaluable asset to win the hearts and 
minds of consumers.
